Eat well at meals. Drink plenty of water and stay hydrated. Experience the sounds, smells,
and tastes the country has to offer.

Be alert, keep track of your own belongings, be cautious when crossing streets, look out for
other group members, and stay safe!

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Comidas Espanolas

The following are some typical foods that you may have a chance to try while in Spain:
Gazpacho: A cold pureed soup made from tomatoes, cucumber, stale- bread, bell peppers,
onion, vinegar, and salt.

Patatas Bravas: Fried potatoes served hot with a spicy tomato sauce (isn't too spicy).
Pimientos de Padron: A small green pepper sauteed in olive oil and served hot with coarse
sea salt. Be careful because about 1 in 10 are spicy. jUnos pican y otros no!

Jamon Serrano o Ibérico: Dry cured ham.

Croquetas: A small bread crumbed fried food that is typically filled with béchamel and ham.
Alioli: A mayonnaise based sauce with garlic and olive oil.

Paella: A colorful mixture of saffron-flavored rice and various meats or seafood.

Tortilla Espanola o Tortilla de Patata: An omelet made with eggs, potatoes and onion. It can
be served hot or cold.

Salmorejo: A cold soup made from tomatoes, bread, oil, and garlic pureed together. It's
typically served with hardboiled egg and ham on top.

Bocadillo o Bocata: Sandwiches made with Spanish bread and filled commonly with meat
and cheese.

Empanada Gallega: A large two-crusted savory meat pie typically filled with an onion sauce
and tuna or meat.

Fabada Asturiana: A hearty bean stew with chorizo, morcilla, and tocino.

Gambas al Ajillo: Shrimp sautéed in olive oil and garlic.

Pulpo a la Gallega: Fresh octoupus sauteed in olive oil, seasoned with salt and paprika and
served in slices. It is sometimes served on round potatoe slices called cachelos.

Calamar Frito: Lightly battered squid that is fried and served with salt and lemon on the
side.

Chorizo: Cured pork seasoned with smoked paprika (pimentén).

Morcilla: Sausage stuffed with pig’s blood, rice, onions and spices.

Churros con Chocolate: A sweet fried dough pastry that is served along with thick melted
chocolate for dipping.

Crema Catalana o Flan: A custard dessert seasoned with vanilla, orange peel and cinnamon.
Crema Catalana has a hard-caramel top and whereas flan has a soft caramel top.

Leche Frita: Is a typical Spanish sweet made by cooking flour with milk and sugar until it
thickens to a firm dough which is then fried and served with a sugar glaze and cinnamon.

Torrijas: Typical dessert served during holy week. It consists of a slice of bread soaked in
milk, honey and spices and then fried in a pan with olive oil.
